ASSIGNMENT 

· Select a famous Hispanic-American, living or dead.
Students must receive topic approval from the Instructor. 
  

· You are to video tape an "interview" with that person.  The interview must include:  

a.  Biographical information (include when/why immigrated to US)
b.  Life experiences/people that influenced the person. 
     (good place for preterite vs. imperfect) 
c.  What person does/did to make him/her famous (or infamous) 
d.  Thoughts, fears, hopes, regrets, predictions, sage advice, etc. 
     the famous person has for the audience. 
e.  Extensive use of grammatical structures, including passive   

     voice
· The person being interviewed must be dressed in the style of the famous Hispanic.
  

· There must be visuals/music, etc.  (e.g. a work of art, photo/painting of aftermath of a famous battle, picture of his/her invention,  song /music playing in the background, etc.)
  

· You must submit a transcript of the entire conversation.
  

· The conversation must be memorized (or appear to the viewer to be memorized…)
